26 pavilions

Facts about Man and His World 73 and La Ronde

Hours: Pavilions are open daily from 10 a.m. to 8.30
p.m. every day of the week.

Visits to the pavilions can be extended until 9 p.m.
Exhibition grounds close at midnight.

LA RONDE operates daily from noon to 2.30 a.m.
starting June 16 and weekends, beginning May 5.

Admission: There is no entry charge to the exhibition
grounds and children under 8 years of age are
allowed free into the pavilions if they are accom-
panied by an adult.

All persons 8 and over need a VISA to enter pavilions.
One day visa costs $2.50; all-season visa $5.

LA RONDE: adults 50¢; youths (8 to 17) 25¢; under-
8, free (accompanied).

Parking: Space for 6,000 cars on St. Helen’s Island,
$2 daily.
Private parking at Metro (subway) stations.

Marina: Room for over 250 craft at La Ronde. All
facilities available. The swimming pool is reserved
for tenants and guests.

Getting there: The fast, clean, quiet Metro gets
you on the site in five ] ;

minutes. This is comple-
mented by a bus service
from downtown.
